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Overview

On 1 September 2015, Father Joseph Mak was sent to the Annunciation
Church in Tsuen Wan to be their Parish Priest. This marks the completion of
his duty in the St. Teresa’s Parish. Let’s take this opportunity to recapture the
seeds that have been sown, the effort that has been made and the fruits that
have borne during his leadership for the past 5 years.

Evangelization

The Evangelization Group takes the leading role and organizes various
activities including movie appreciation, crowd contact and the selling of Red
Pocket Golden Fish during the Chinese New Year.

The Social Concern Group and the Society of Saint Vincent de Paul
organized visits to the less advantage groups and called for donations of
daily necessities in the Parish to assist the groups.

The Parish Website has been revamped. The Website Group is building up a
common platform for both Chinese and English Community to share the
parish information. The facepage of the parish continues to improve and
achieved a weekly hit rate of over 30,000.

The Docent Group has provided docent services to over 100 groups of
visitors since its establishment in 2012. Not only did they allow the visitors to
understand the history of the church, the Docent Group has sown seeds of
Good News in their hearts.

Pastoral

To do our best in the Holy Sacraments is one of our goals. It is a way to show
our love to Jesus Christ. We bring forth silence during masses and we
advocate popular piety. We have managed to arrange most of the masses
(both English and Chinese) to be celebrated in the church, including the
Sunday School mass for both Chinese and English speaking children.

We divided our pastoral into 3 areas, youth, family and elderly.

We are developing our pastoral work for students with a view to providing
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continuous nurturing to students who have just been graduated from Sunday
School.

Our Parish Family Group is participating in the marriage ceremony
rehearsals with a view to assisting those newly wed to lead a better Christian
family life.

Our Elderly has also established a strong network in the parish to visit those
who are in need and to invite them to take part in the faithful living.

We have built a new lavatory at the Parish Centre to accommodate the
increasing number of church goers. We have also managed to increase the
number of volunteers to facilitate the car parking during Sunday masses.

In the coming years, our Maintenance Group shall embark on the overhaul of
the church and our Financial Committee has started making provisions for
the relevant expenses since July 2015.

Formation

The Emmaus Program allows the catechumens to experience community life
of the faithful. This year we have also implemented the Yeast Program where
we establish a network for the newly baptized to provide continuous nurturing
of faith through activities we organized for them, including the participation of
holy sacraments and popular piety.

We have invited HKCCCL to organize a workshop for the members of the
associations on the “7 Elements of Parish Council”. Participants are
empowered to contribute to the parish as a member of the laity.

The establishment of the Federation for Christian Basic Community
demonstrates the recognition and support of the parish in CBC development.
CBC members have provided a new source of support in our parish work.

Communion in the Community

During the Feast Day Banquet, Caritas Bazaar and other church activities,
the Parish Council follows the principal of variety in allowing more
associations to take part in organizing the event. While there was a reduction
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in efficiency, the relationship among associations is enhanced.

Last year, the South West Kowloon Deanery organized the Joy in the Family
Carnival to celebrate the Mission Sunday. 8 Parishes prepared more than 20
game stalls and conducted performance with a view to spreading the Good
News to the participants.

Finally and most importantly, on behalf of the parishioners, we would like to
extend our vote of thanks to our priest team. Under the leadership of Rev.
Joseph Mak, we have made a firm step ahead. We believe under the
leadership of our new Parish Priest, Rev. Peter Leung and with the support of
all the priests and deacon, we firmly believe that our parish will continue its
imitation of Christ at the company of Mary.
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e Core group meetings: Regular meetings of representatives of all

English groups are held every 3 months. The meetings are led by

our spiritual directors Fr. G. Altimarano and Fr. J. Boey. Therese

contributed by members of all English groups.

e A notice board (outside the caritas gym) has been allocated to the
English community and notices about the parish organization, mass
times, and catechism classes have been posted there. Various
groups such as the English Sunday school and the Filipino Groups
have put up displays about important events in their community, for
example, outings, Christmas and Easter celebrations, children’s first
holy communion and confirmation in the church.

e We participated actively in the church activities, such as Parish
Feast Day celebration, Parish Weeks and Caritas Fair.

e In June 2015, 6 members from the English Core Group, namely,
Stephen Y.W. Yap, Grace Szeto, John Mulligan, Mary Dee Mulligan,
Maggie Lee and Amalia Elefante were re-commissioned as
Extraordinary Eucharistic Ministers for 2015-2017.

e The English Speaking Group Familiarisation Gathering was
successfully held on 31 May 2015.

e Fr. Gabriel informs that instead of a monthly special children mass,
the Sunday School children would attend the 11:30 am mass every
Sunday commencing September. They would take part in reading
the Responsorial Psalm and the Prayers of the Faithful. It was
suggested that the children accompanied by their parents could help
with the collection.
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e Charmian Lam, chairperson of the Youth Group reports that the
confirmation retreat for the Youth Group was held successfully. As
of September 2015, Gabriel Gallardo assisted by Christy Cheung
would replace her to take charge of the Youth Group. Charmian
Lam will then assist Jane Moy with the catechist retreat.

e Sandra Lowcock, chairperson of the Lector’'s Group reported that
there were a number of new lectors. The Lectors’ Group would work
closely with the Sunday School children at 11:30 am mass. It was
recommended that the lectors join the Bible Sharing, which was
formed for the lectors, at least once during the week before they are
due to read. There are two Bible Sharing meetings: one is held
every Sunday at 10 am and the other every 3rd Thursday in the
evening.

e Therese Woo0, secretary to the English Community Core Group who
has held the post for three years will be retiring. Grace Szeto has
kindly offered to take up the post and arrangements are being made
for the handover from Therese to Grace.

e Fr. Gabriel is presently looking to have more parishioners trained to
be catechists so that there could be more catechists to assist the
English Adult Catechism classes. There are at present 2 catechists,
namely, Stephen Yap and John Mulligan.

e As English Community Core Group coordinator, | also take
responsibility of (1) coordinating the Adult Catechism Group; and (2)
preparation of prayers of the faithful from the Adult Catechism
Group.

¢ \We hope to continue to improve the interaction between groups and
work closely with the Chinese community in the future.
